Looking Back
By Mariel Rolf

Mariel has researched the history of RLC.

Resurrection Lutheran Church was made
possible by the hearts and thank offerings and
prayers of the people of the American Lutheran
Church. The Division for Missions was able to
buy land for a building in the fall of 1978.

Under district supervision of Rev. Les Hoffman a
call was given to Rev William Biederman of lowa
to begin the development of a congregation. He
arrived in October 1979.

In November of 1979 after a survey of the area
(a lot of knocking on doors), the first service of
worship was held in the old building of Paradise
Valley High School with 68 people attending.
Helping to prepare this service were Bob and
Terri Charnholm, Wayne and Eloise Messmore,
Dan and Mary Tokosch, Barbara Jones, Jim and
Sheilah Schnoor, Ben and Lynne Harris, and
Dan and Jay Webber.

On January 1980 the first 15 charter families
were welcomed into membership. On May 4,
1980 the church was officially organized as a
congregation with 99 baptized members. The
first church council was led by chairman, Bob
Charnholm, with nine others.

Plans to build began in 1981 and were presented
to the congregation for approval. Ground
breaking was held on December 6, 1981. A lot
of fund-raising projects occurred to continue
raising the building without incurring additional
debt; the congregation met the challenge by a lot
of work and long hours.

Thus, the Dedication and Celebration of RLC
occurred June 13, 1982. Words from the desk of
Pastor Biederman said our future is centered in
the words, A &m the resurrection and the life. He
who believes in me, though he were dead, yet

shall he |ive. o John 11;:

In 1984, the congregation voted to become self-
supporting, no longer supported by the
American Lutheran Church.

An Anniversary Celebration of the Dedication
occurred on May 5, 1985.

In 1986 Pastor Biederman left to continue his
ministry as a mission developer. Pastor Perry
Toso was called in 1987 and introduced RLC to
the Cursillo ministry. This birthed a spiritual
renewal with a look to the future growth. The rest
of the 6.7 acres of property was purchased in
1987. As membership increased, so did more
remodeling occur.

In 1996 Pastor Toso resigned to pursue a
doctoral degree, and Pastor John Geske was
called and installed September 19, 1996.

In the year 2000 RLC celebrated its 20%
Anniversary. The new preschool was opened in
March 1999. At that time Bob Chilman became
Director of Music Ministry. Pastor Pat Reed
served as Associate Pastor from 2001 to 2006.

In 2007 new staff members were added: Pastor
Matt Wiswall and Pastor Dick Hamlin. Bruce
Jackson was Director of Operations, and Ken
Katona was the Youth and Family Director in

2008. Pam Houle wa s Chil drenos

2009.

In 2010 RLC celebrated 30 years as a friendly,
caring, welcoming church of disciples declaring
the good news of Jesus Christ.

In 2020 RLC is looking forward to celebrating 40
years of sharing Godods
outreach.

Now the staff is Pastor John Geske, Senior
Pastor, Pastor Matt Wiswall, Associate Pastor,
and Matt Robards, New Generations Pastor.
Anita Elco is Senior Director of Children®
Education Ministry, John Burritt is Director of
Worship, and Lawrence Jones is the Director of
ngJeErSations.
